	School Information:

	· Is key school information provided in languages other than English? Where is this visible?
· Is the school website accessible in most languages that reflect those spoken by the families and learners in the school? 
· Is key information about welcoming families accessible and in languages other than English e.g., access to the EAL or language policies or school welcoming leaflets?
· Is an information board visible in the reception/foyer area that displays information for families about useful community facilities such as where ESOL classes are available and where libraries are located?
